• Maintenance Plan
• Copies of Documents such as but not limited to:

§ Inspection Reports 
§ Invoices for equipment, services, repairs, etc. 
§ Contracts for services

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Types of Best Management Practices

• Installation and periodic inspection of barriers at all discharge points to the 
C&SF Flood Control System or other Works of the District.

• Periodic maintenance of the barrier including mechanical removal of 
vegetation and debris to minimize discharges to the C&SF Flood Control 
System or other Works of the District.

• Periodic maintenance of drainage infrastructure including mechanical 
removal of vegetation and debris to minimize discharges to the C&SF Flood 
Control System or other Works of the District.   

• Use of herbicides to minimize to development and accumulation of 
vegetation which could discharge to the C&SF Flood Control system or 
other works of the District.
