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Buckhead Ridge Navigation Lock Scheduled for Gate Repair 

S-127 navigation lock to be out of service from July 6 through July 23 
 
Okeechobee, FL — The S-127 navigation lock at Buckhead Ridge will be out of service 
from July 6 through July 23 while the South Florida Water Management District 
(SFWMD) makes repairs to the lock gate. 
 
The gate hoist mechanism has required periodic adjustments since the navigation lock 
resumed normal operation in January following several months out of service. The lock 
was closed during that time to protect the canal system in Buckhead Ridge during a 
dredging project in a Lake Okeechobee navigation channel and to allow the District to 
repair the hydraulic lift mechanism on the lock gates. The upcoming work will 
complete those repairs.
